Dear Royce

[indented] Well here I am + I bet [sic] you will get a shock to hear from me. Well anyway how are they treating you [know] [crossed out] now? Have you settled down yet + what is it like being in the Air Force uniform. I am still waiting for a photo of you. How did you spend Xmas Royce? It was very quiet here - hardly like Xmas at all. Your father received the telegram from you with the Xmas wishes on it + believe me he thought it was just lovely. He was that pleased about it, you would have thought he had a ( 5 or something. Keep it up Royce. Well I am still working on aircraft production. I am on shift work now. Last week I was on night shift from 11- 30 at night until 7- 30 in the morning + gosh it’s a terrible shift. Tomorrow I start on afternoon shift from 3- 30 to 11- 30 so I will be working on New Years Eve also New Years Day. 

Have you been to the pictures over there Royce? If so what you seen.
