Well I am glad that you got the Photo allright [sic]. and it was o.k. Well Son I am very sorry to hear that you did not Pass your Exam. I was hoping that you would have got through. But I suppose Being in the Hospital Put you behind a bit. But I should have thought that they would have made allowanses [sic] for that. Uncle Bill is allright [sic] again now that he has had his operation. he might Be [g] [crossed out] get his Discharge next week from the Army. You said that you might Be getting Posted home shortly. Well I hope you do. it does not seem much longer [?] you got now. [Sh] [crossed out] Surely they can give you something Better than [unknown word] letters to do. I am Pleased to hear that Bill + Ruby are well Remember me to them. Uncle Bob + Auntie Eileen are well and wish to Be Remembered to you. Well Royce I am sending you over 5/- shillings. Well son I don’t know what you do with all your Money as you have only yourself to think of 
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and you should try and make your Money go as far as you can. I don’t mind sending you a few Bob But I did not think you needed it yet as you had 30/- when you left here. I had a Big Photo taken off of yours [unknown word] and it is very nice. Eileen Showed it to the girl a [sic] the Back and she was going to keep it. I had it coloured. it is standing on the Wireless. Mick + Alice + Jimmy + Lill are well and send there [sic] love. Elsie + Bill + Eileen are well and send Love + wish to Be Remembered to you You said that you went out to some ladys Place Will [sic] I hope you had a good time But you know Son that you have to Be very carefull [sic] who you mix up with over there. the Dog is growing up. Well Royce I think I have told you all the news for this time hoping to see or hear from you very soon.
