Well Royce I suppose you are getting used to the Air Force By now. I do hope you are feeling much Better By now. Well Royce I am sorry that I will NOT [inserted above text] Be seeing you at Christmas as I will not Be coming over to Melbourne as I have to work all the Holidays. I have Been working overtime at night and I have Been working allday [sic] today. You will see By the Date on the letter that I have not gone to the Pictures tonight. As I was to [sic] tired. I came home and had a Bath and wrote to you. Well Son I am sending you over some money for Christmas so that you can Buy something for yourself. I went over to Micks for tea they are all well and send there [sic] love to you I think Alice is writing to you. So you might get a letter. they have not heard from Harry yet Uncle Bill + Elsie + Eilleen are well and wish you a merry Christmas. I see you had Been to the Pictures a few times How do you like
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the theaters [sic] over there. Do you think Melbourne is a nice [?] Place. Have you Been to the Gardens yet and have you Been on the Yarra for a Boat trip don’t forget to go down to St Kilda. You said that you might be Comming [sic] home in about 3 weeks. Well I will Be looking forward to seeing you in your Uniform How do you look in your shorts. You said the Weather as [sic] Been Pretty Hot over there. Well we have Been Having Some Pretty hot weather ourselfs [sic] over here. it as [sic] Been in the Hundreds for a couple of days now. Well Royce you don’t seem to have much news when you write you only write one Page. isnt there much to tell me about. But I suppose you will tell me all when you come home Royce don’t worry so much about me Putting a 2 1/2 stamp on the letter dont you think I can afford that much to write to you. Royce what is your correct number you have Put a Different Number each time is it 47290 or 49290. Well Son I think I have told you all for this time So I will draw to a close wishing you a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.
