[Letter Father to Aircraftman Royce Phillips, Personal 25th January 1942]

Dear Son

[indented] Just a few lines which I hope will find you in the Best of health the Same as it leaves me at the Present. Well Royce I was very sorry to hear that you wasn’t [sic] able to come home for the Weekend as I was looking forward to seeing you But never mind I suppose you will Be able to come home later on Well Royce you will Be sorry to hear that Uncle Bill as [sic] had to go Back to the Hospital again he was to start on his 30 Days leave Before [?] Being Discharged From the Army But he was later Bad with Pains in his Stomach and he had to have the Doctor and he told him to go Back to the Milatary [sic]. And they kept him in the Hospital. Auntie Elsie and Eilleen are well and wish to Be Remembered to you. How as [sic] the Photos going I have not got them yet. I went to the Regent last night and saw Strawberry Blonde. Have you seen it yet it was not much. Have you seen I wanted wings [?] [paper torn on next word] I am writing this letter from out a [sic] Uncle Bobs Place I am out for the week and I don’t Have to work tomorrow
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as it is a Holiday. Well Royce I have a Surprise for you who do you think came out to Uncle Bobs Place today. Well it was Jeanie Wood she is living up here now and she works at the Cotton Mills. I am giving her your address as she wants to write to you. Her young man is with her. she is engaged to Be Married. I see you write to Jimmy Edwards Allright. [sic] he told Uncle Bill you wrote to him. Well Son How is your work going I hope you are [studing] [crossed out] studying at so [?] you can pass your xcam [sic] How is the Weather over there. Well Son if you had come home on Saturday you would have had a wet day as it Rained all day. I was going take you to the Regent on Saturday But never mind it will keep. Well Son I think I have told you all the news for this time take good care of yourself. Mick + Alice and Lill and Jimmy are Well and wish to Be Remembered to you. So cherree oh [sic] for the time if you come home next Saturday send me a telegram.
