Well Royce I saw Mr Lewis the other night and he wish [sic] to Be Remembered to you. you will Be Surprised to hear that he as [sic] to go into camp. he went in on last Thursday. Well Royce I am glad to hear that you have Billy Wilpa [?] and his wife to go about with over there. How is the [unknown words] going I suppose you will Be a [sic] expert By the time you come Home. Elsie and Eileen are writing to you tonight. So I suppose you have got there [sic] letter By now. Alice + Mick + Jimmy are well
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Jimmy started school again today I Bet he didn’t like that. Lill is quite well and still working. I suppose she as [sic] told you all about her work when she writes to you Well Son you asked me if I would like you to Bring me Home something from Melbourne. Well Son I do [would] [crossed out] think that is a very nice thought of yours But I would not like you to got to much expense as you have got make your money Pretty far. But you can use your own judgement. Well How do you get on Putting on your collar + tie. I see By your Photo you done [sic] a good job of it. Elsie said she thinks somebody put it on for you. Eileen showed your Photo to the Girl at the Back and she said that it was a good Photo of you. Well Son I think I have told you all the news for this time so I will draw to a close Hoping to see you on the Week End.
